be desired, or to be lost in the whirlpool of personality
because writers take such ready offence.

We would desire to leave out of owr criticism of the
attempted explanations so much as personally aftects a
very worthy brother, who cannot possibly be blamed for
any access of good fortune acerning to him out of increased
emoluiment, consequent on the conditions contained in any
agreement made between his employers and himself; und
we hope that in any further controversy it may be made
distinctly understood that no reproach whatever is intended
for him, but wholly and solely to the principle involved in
the existing arrangement. All we care to remark on this
subject 1is, that the large amount taken from the gross
sum of donations and subscriptions, intended for relief of
the infirm and necessitous, represents so much ag would
extend our charity, as it is pointed out, to as many as
eighteen worthy old people now standing at our gates
imploring assistance. 1f this diversion can be prevented

without injustice to any individual brother it ought to be ;
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and there we leave that portion of theisubject, as far as we
are concerned, and Critic No. 1 to express his jviews in
another, column. )

But;what has been urged in reference to the reports of
the Boys’ School (issued annually but only limited in
circulation) is not sufficiently explanatory to those who
confess their want of that knowledge which it appears
they can only obtain by agitation, unless indeed they keep
on the continual look out for statements, tabular and
otherwise, casually published in other pages than those of
the reports themselves. On this point one of our corres-
pondents enlarges fully, and in our opinion, his remarks
are worthy of attention.

Nor, to our mind, is the lengthened reference to the
admitted deficiency between sums promised at the late
festival of the Girls’ School and those actually paid, in
any way an explanation or answer to the questions which
have been propounded. And we think we are correctly
advised by several members of our Order that what is
stated as to the non-issue of proxies in respect of stewards’
lists, the amounts represented in which have not yet been
paid, is not altogether correct. In our last issue, Quionunc
put a leading question on this subject, to which, however,
no answer has been given. One would have thought that
if the enquiry had no foundation, the management con-
cerned would have been but too glad to seize the opportunity
for a direct denial. However, it is not forthcoming,
either to ourselves or to our correspondent through us, and
although we should have been much gratified to have been
enabled to inform our readers that Quipnuxc had no
ground for his suggestion, we must treat the matter as
one which cannot be satisfactorily explained.

We cannot afford the space to further enlarge upon
other points contained in the lengthy attempt at explana-
tion to which we refer. They will doubtless be challenged
by others, and if the information sought for is persistently
withheld, the craft will have reason to regret what will
mevitably ensue in connection with our Institutions.

INDIFFERENCE TO ENQUIRY.

We take a liberty with our friend and contemporary, the Iree-
masons’ Chroriele, a liberty which we are sure will not be resented,
since its purpose is to set before that portion of the craft who
probably sec our pages and not those of our contemporary, words of
great meaning and interest at the present moment; words which
should bear abundant fruit in promoting the best work of Free-
masonry, and preventing those evils which are now foreshadowed.
From the editorial of the Fieemasons’ Chronicle, on the subject of
“ Excessive Enthusiasm,” we append the following extracts, which
we strongly exhort those whom they may concern to give grave
consideration :—

“When so much credit is taken for the thousands annually spent
by the DMasonic Order, it is sometimes desirable to look on the
other side of the picture, especially when, after such strong and
continued appeals as are now made, so little information is obtain-
able or consideration shown to those who answer the appeals. It
is not our present purpose to speak of specific complaints which
have recently been made, but we cannot help referring to the
indifference—we may say the silent contempt—with which any
inquiry is treated by these who have the management of affairs.
Is it likely men will continue to work for the charities if they are
treated in this manner whenever they think there is cause for
inquiry or room for improvement ? May we not rather expect them
to conclude that their criticisms are justified, and their complaints
necessary ; for the natural inference is, that if a charge is dis-
regarded or unanswered—when made by anyone interested, cr who
kas secured the right to a voice—it is true; or, at least, that there
is some foundation for it, for we certainly cannot see any reason
for supposing that in this respect masonic matters are materially
different to what they are outside of it.” * * * * *

“ We have spoken of Freemasonry as existing at the present time,
in the minds of some, on anything but a firm and substantial basis,
and in proof of such theory weare told that the annual expenditure
of the Fund of Benevolence far exceeds its income* ; that the three
Charities of the Order exist merely from hand to mouth, spending
money as fast as they receive it, and entailing fearful responsi-
bilities for the future ; that private lodges conduct their financial
affairs in a most unbusiness-like and unsound manner ; and that
Grand Lodge exercises little or ne control in connection with
matters which ought to be carefully supervised, if the reputation
of the Craft is to he maintained. All this and much more is urged
against Freemasonry, and what can its best friends say in reply?
Can they truthfully say that the accusations are groundless, or can
they urge that the matters are of so trivial a nature as io be
unworthy of consideration! It is no answer to criticism to say
that all has turned out right in the jast and that the future may be
Ieft to take care of itself.”

We are naturally pleased to find that we do not stand alone in
callingattention tothosecabuses of Freemasonry which, unless at cnea
cleared away, will surely ultimately bring * scandal on the craft.”

THE ROYAL MASONIC INSTITUTIONS.

THE QUARTERLY GENERAL COURT OF THE ROYAL MASONIC
Institution for Boys was held at Freemasons' Hall, on Friday last,
the 25th inst. Bro. W. Roebuck, P.G.8.B., vice-patron and trustee,
occupied the chair. There were also present Bros. J. S. Cumberland,
Rev. Richard Morris, M.A., LL.D., Thos. Smith. G. H. Webb,
J. Glasse, A. E. Gladwell, G. Motion, H. Massey, G. Britten, J. L. Dale,
A. Motion, Joseph Boulton, S. Layton, J. Motion, H. Purcell, &e.,
and Frederick Binckes, P.G.S.B., secretary. The notice of motion
by Bro. W. H. Saunders, L.G.—“That Law No. 53 be suspended
during the next April election for the purpose of admitting Harold
Gray as a candidate at such election ”—was refused to be put to
the meeting by the chairman, as not being provided for by the rules.
That by W. Bro. J. 8. Cumberland, L.G.—*That the laws of
the institution be referred for revisicn and correction to a Com-
mittee, whose recommendations shall be submitted to the Quarterly
General Court on 26th April next, or to a Special General Court to
bz convened in accordance with Law 31 "—was withdrawn on the
ground that he felt some little difficulty in persevering with it until
the expected report of the Special Committee of Enquiry had been
made public. It was probable the question of revision and altera-
tion of the laws might be dealt with by that Committee, and he
preferred to defer his motion until after that report had been
received. The chairman being asked when the report of that com-
mittee would be ready, replied that he had not heard, but it could
not now be presented before the Quarterly Court in April next.
On a recommendation from the general committee it was decided
to elect, at the next Quarterly General Court on Friday, 26th April,
17 boys from an approved list of 72 candidates.

THE QUARTERLY GENERAL COURT OF THE GOVERNORS AND
Subscribers of the Royal Masonic Institution for Girls was held at
Freemasons' Hall, on Saturday last, the 26th inst., W. Bro. Horace
Brooks Marshall, J.7°.,P.G.T., in the chair. Present :—Bros. Frank
Richardson, C. J. Perceval, J. C, Cumberland, C. H. Webb, A. E,
Gladwell, G. W. Verry, H. Spaull, &c, and F. R. W. Hedges,
Secretary. After transaction of the formal business, Bro. Perceval
withdrew the following notices of motion given by him, viz.—1. To
amend Law 55 as follows : “ That a girl shall not be eligible for
election unless the father has been a subscribing member of some
Lodge for seven years, but should death or permanent incapacity
occasioned by paralysis, blindness, fire, shipwreck or other calamity
have occurred within seven years of his initiation, this rule shall
not apply, providing, nevertheless, that at the time of such
occurrence the fathor was a subscribing member to some Lodge ;"
and 2, “That any candidate whose petition may be approved by the
General Committee before this amendment of Law 55 may be
confirmed shall not be affected thereby.” Bro. Perceval said that
he made this withdrawal on the understanding that it might be
desirable, after the report of the Special Committee of the Boyy’
School had been made public, to revise and remodel the existing
laws of this institution. Bro. Edward Letchworth V. Pat., in
bringing forward the next motion, stated that, in consequence of the
additions lately made to the schools, the institution was now in a
position to accommodate more girls than heretofore; he therefore
moved that 37 vacancies be declared instead of 17 only, and that at
the election in April next that number of girls be clected out of a
total of 74 candidates now upon the list of applicants, which was
agreed to. He also stated that those present would be glad to hear that
the total sum subscribed for the 1888 festival was £51,500, and that at
the present time there was cnly about the sum of £3,000 association
money still outstanding. That, of course, would be received as the
donors were successful in obtaining their ballots, all of which was,
of course, payable at the will and convenience of the donors. The
Chairman said he felt it his duty to state most positively in
reference to the fact that a portion of the balance of this association
money is still outstanding, that no proxies for votes had been
1ssued in respect of the same in any one instance, nor would they
be unless the money was first paid over to the Secretary of the
Institution in the usual way. The proceedings then terminated.

THE MASONIC CHARITIES.
To the Editor of Tnr MASONIC STAR.

DEAR SIR AND BROTHER.

In your impression of the 17{h inst. appears a lefter which I
addressed you under the above heading. Under date January 2Gth,
*The Organ of the Craft ” I find, sets about me in what it no doubt
considers a most merciless and trenchant manner in its allusions
to Critic No. 1 in o lengthy article entitled “ OQur Institutions and
the Critics.” In my letter it seems I used language which appears to
have been for some reason unpalatable to the writer in your contem-
porary, who now retaliates in o long-winded diatribe of essentially a
personal nature ; but I am luckily impervious to “quibbles quick
and paper bullets of the brain,” and am not to be terrified by
abuse or ** bullied by reviewers.”

At the outset of his remarks he says ‘“ those who are now assailing
our institutions with charges of gross mismanagement must not be
strprised if their assaults are resenfed in lunguage which is not
particularly complimentary to their scnse of seclf-esteem ”; and
continues thus—* the hulk of the warfare is conducted in a manner
opposed to all good feeling, the principal weapons used being not
reason and argument, but abuse, assertion, wordy declamation and
innuendo.” All this is most true ; assaults have been “ resented in
language ” which fulfils those conditions in the most ample manner ;
but I fail to discover these qualities in the so-called attacks! His
present article is a good specimen of his abusive powers and
journalistic intemperance. As for instance, besides giving the lie
direet, and speaking of making pretence, he alludes to people unknown
to him as “stupid,” “exceptionally ignorant,” * man of ignorance,”
&c., and accuses one of making a ‘“ clumsy attempt at apology for
his own ignorance.” I merely draw attention hereto for the sake
of showing that he and he only is the author of heated vituperative
language so {ar as this controversy is concerned ; and I am surprised
that “the Organ of the Craft” should admit such commonplace
vulgarity to o space in its columns,

1 maintain thas the system under which a collector is entitled to
draw a commission of £639 in one year out of our R.M.B.I. funds
is wnoxe, and this I feel convinced must be the opinion of all who
have the good of the charity alone at heart. “The organ of the
Craft ™ ascerts my statement to the effect that it appears, however,
that no matter through what agency funds may flow into the
colfers of the charity, My, Collector gets a percentage thereon,” to he a
suggestion cortainly untrue (by the way what is a “*suggestion cer-
tainly untme ” ). Why do nov the chavity anthorities place their
aceounts in a comnprehensible manner 7 They say that £639 15s, 8d.
is the colleetor’s commission, and return the takings as heing
£18.266 195 10d. No rafe of commission is stated, and if part of
this smn acerues to the charity infuct why is it not shown, and
not left to a newspaper writer to state that ** there mwst have (not
Jrceve) been sums paid to the institution nnder this head of receipt,
amounting to about £5,300 on which no commission whatever was

}

paid.” (I wonder whether the £2,670 mentioned by Bro. Birch is
included herein). On the statements of account my letter was
correct (nof untrue). The accounts should be rendered clearly, and
ought not to necessitate visits, as suggested, either to the seeretary
or Mr. Collector, for information which ought to be printed and
published for the benefit of all concerned. Anyhow, whatever the
amount taxable may be, the levy is far teo great. No doubt, when
appointed to the post, the sum total was so much smaller that com-
mission on it represented a fuwir recompense for his trouble, and I
should like to know what his share of it amounted to at that time.
It is absurd to talk about the  conditionsof his bond.” Surely he
holds the post in the same manner as scores of others in similar
vocations, and any such thing as a “bond” only exists in the
fertile brain of the writer who alledes to it. If, as I suppose,
the agreement of the society is to pay him a certain commission, is
there no possible termination to such an agreement! The state-
ment of the writer in “ The Organ of the Cratt ™ to the effect that
“ the conditions on which he is employed were clearly defined at
the time of his election to office, and that the smms he has since
received as commission have been strictly in accordance therewith,”
is doubtless correct. I do not for one moment blame the collector
for his share in the transaction ; the agreement, and those who
made it with him are the points I take exception to, and say
that a mnew departure on economic principles is wanted.
Personally, I believe as much money would be got together
without a collector as with one; but even if one is necessary,

" I repeat it is preposterous to pay anything like the smam now

appearing in the accounts, and which amount would suffice
for the relicf of 18 more old people anuually. The idea of one
official (especially in face of the immensely preponderating number
of cases to vacancies) being so exorbitantly remunerated is a nasty
pill to swallow, always bearing in mind the large salary of the
secretary. My friend of the “ Organ™ quasi apologetically says .
that *it should be stated to the credit of Mr. Collector, that night
after night, and at his own capense (italics are mine), he visits
lodges in town and country pleading the cause of charity.” If this
is the case, what is the meaning of the items “ provincial and other
expenses,” £80 0s. 1d. appearing in both male and female accounts?
Where are these £3 a week laid out, and by whom ! The concluding
sentence of the foregoing paragraph, **and obtaining many a
steward and many a handsome contribution as the result of these
roluntary services,” is so charmingly childlike 'in its beautiful
bathos as to be quite refreshing, coming as it does in the midst of
the terrific indictment of we poor “silly critics.” If my friend
would refer to any of the “ men of business” he talks of, I do not
think he would find them describe as * voluntary ” the services of
one of their cmployds travelling on comamission. As regards my
“flagrant case of error” in respect of publication of boys’ school
accounts, my statement is, that having consulted the book dated
February, 1888, containing list, laws and balance sheets to 31st
December, 1887, of the R. M. L. G,, I turned to what T considered
was a similar production relating to the boys, and as I stated
in my letter to you, I could find no balance sheet in it. I
now learn that a separate “annual report” was issued by this
institution in May, 1888, This information, I am glad, has been
published, as many subscribers who, like myself, were not aware of
its existence, will now be able to obtain (I suppose) and peruse it.
The tabular statement, so far as the expenditure was concerned,
which it is asserted appeared as an advertisement, I know nothing
about, advertisements being a class of literature having bhut little
interest for me.

One of the points in my letter relating to the grant of 100 guineas
to the Secretary of the Benevolent Institution is commented upon
with the ¢ eloquence of silence.” Perhaps this will have future
attention in * the Organ of the Craft,” as I am therein told that my
assertions are done with, at all cvents for the present. I fear I
have already overstepped the limits of space this letter will require,
but must say in conclusion that so far from “holding up to public
ridicule and contempt” our Institutions, my object in having
addressed you was and is to draw attention to details which
(amongst others) have been and are the cause of remarks in all
quarters of anything but a flattering character to those . responsible
for the administration of the charities. If these latter are not
aware of their nature, they must indeed live *“secluded from the
world.” I repeat, the whole internal working arrangements (let
there be no false issue), for it is these which are being attacked,
not the institutions, of our various charities require revision and
reorganisation, but it requires a Hercules to crush the Hydra and
to combat the enemies of reform who stop the way, and prevent
much of intended relief ever reaching those for whom it is meant,
and who are powerless to fight the battle of right against wrong
themselves ; but, to quote the preface of a well-known work—* If
the writer succeeds in merely bruising one of the heads of the
serpent, thongh his own hand should suffer in the encounter, he
will be amply satisfied.” Fraternally yours,

I have just seen the current number of the Freemason, and have
read the article on * Our Institutions and their Critics,” especially that
portion of it which more particularly refers to my letter ¢ Collector
and Accounts, which appeared in your recent issue; and was
amused at the evident pigue displayed by the writer. With regard
to my ‘“wilfully and deliberately ” ignoring- the rules, &ec., of the
R.M.B.L, I was quite innocent of any such intent, and was certainly
not aware of any balance-sheet in proper form being issued ; and
from inquiries that I made of old masons, and have since made since
the appearance of the article in question, I find that I was not
alone in my ignorance. If, as is customary with other charities
outside Freemasonry (which I have the pleasure of supporting), a
report and balance-sheet were sent out to each donor and sub-
scriber, then there would be no excuse for ignorance, but such 7ot
being the case, my remarks were quite justified, especially after
having seen in your contemporary only onc side given. With
regard to the auditing of the accounts, I am still of opinion that a
good firm of chartered accountants should be employed (as is
customary with other institutions) to make up the accounts and
issue the balance-sheet. I cast no aspersion on the strict honour
and integrity of those brethren who were elected to perform this
task, as I hold them in the highest esteem.

If the balance-sheet was thus issued it would make every sub-
scriber as wise as the “know something ” gentleman who wrote the
article in question, and who hints that the “poor know-nothing
critic” may not be even a subscriber to the charities.

DEAR SIR AND BROTHER,

A “P.M.s” letter in last week’s issue of your valuable paper
is my only excuse for daring to intrude upon your space once more.
He seems to have misunderstood me. I am a great advocate of
temperance, and am myself a total abstainer; but, while strongly
deprecating excessive drinking, I cannot yet see that total abstinence
is temperance.

He must have noticed, too, in my former letter, that my strongest
words on behalf of total abstinence lodges were that there would
be more money for charitable purposes. This appears to me to be a
great virtue, to deny one’s self for the good of others. So far, then, I
entirely agree with him.

But to speak of some’ other points, I conclude from the tone of
the letter that the writer is a “ dweller in towns.” If such is the
case, I am ready to admit at once that meeting places could be
found in all towns. But are all lodges held in towns? There are
also other questions besides that of the place, and I would cspecially
ask, ¢ Can suitable accommodation be found in many places for the
brethren?” The social part of our meetings would not he so
attractive if every sign of a banquet was refused to those who have
come miles to the meeting and laboured hours with the ceremonies.
On this point we total abstainers fail. It is so difficult to get a
caterer in small places unless the local “hotel” keeper is called
upon to supply the need.

“Shall it be admitted that we cannot carry on masonry without
the drink!” Certainly not! I should think no one would wish to
bring forward such a hypothesis. The words, however, in the letter
which follow this question appear to me to be savouring too
strongly of that intemperance of which I complain.

It is well, perhaps, when appealing to ignorant or even otherwise
degraded people, to use strong language, and I have often done so
when advocating total abstinence, but I take it for granted that all
readers of your journal will be cducated, thoughtful men, who will
be offended by strong words rather than drawn into our ranks.
We cannot afford in these days, when thousands of boys and girls
glory in being members of Bands of Hope, to offend anyone. The
great cause of total abstinence will be much advanced by temper-
ance in speech.

I would like to quote the following words, which we all know so
well.  “ You will learn (your duty) to yawrsel/. iy such o jpradent
and well-regulated course of discipline as may dest conduee to the
preservation of your corporeal and mental faculties in their Mullest
energy.”

J uggling on horseback by Mr. H. Boswell and juggling on the floor
by Mr. John Le Clair, will show all spectators howit is done,and, when
they have seen all that they can se¢, they can go home and perform
the feats, or at any rate they can try to. Madame Algeria, Senorita
Encarnacion. Signorita Clotilde, and Mdle. Virginie give splendid
exhibitions with their highly-trained horses; while Messrs. Tom
Yelding, Alfred Clarke, and Albert Hengler rival each other with
the novelties they introduce. Mr. Geo. Lockhart's performing
elephants, and * Caviar,” the equestrian bear, must be scen to be
believed ; while Mona and Karl on the triple horizontal bars,
Senorita Pilar Jacques on the balancing trapeze, and the three
Picrrots, as represented by Signorita Teresina, Eulalia, and Encar-
nacion, represent the highest possible perfection in their difficult
arts. The fun of the clowns, Little Friskey and Whimsical Walker,
is calculated to make anyone laugh immoderately ; and the dashing
1‘1gl_1ng of young Ernest,a boy apparently without fear, is simply

CaPEL COURT, JANUARY 30TH, 1889.

The supply of money now is fairly equal to the requirements, and
rates remain steady with, perhaps, rather a tendency towards
hardening. In view of the geueral condition of the market, it is
anticipated that the Bank minimum will shortly be reduced to
3 per cent.

Business for the past week has been checked by two causes, one
the recurrence of the fortnightly settlement, and the other the
election in Paris. Both these events are now over, and a resumption
of the previous activity may be expected. The remainder of the
Railway dividends are looked for every day. and prices in this
department are fairly well maintained with the exception of the
Scotch division, where a certain amount of realisation has- been
accompanied by a sharp fall. This is as might have been expected,
and I have before said that the prices to which Caledonian and”
North British was not warranted by the real position. Asa
symptom of the tendency towards division of ordinary stocks,
or, perhaps, in response to the cry for some such new deal,
the Directors of the South Western Railway mention
in their report that they intend to apply to parliament for power to
allow their sharcholders to convert into preferred and deferred
stock, Hull and Barnsley have again been looked after on the
assumption that an arrangement is really to come off now with the
North Eastern, and for my part I think the stock may go higher.
I have before mentioned Furness Railway stock and do so again.

In the foreign division there is now a little firmer tone.
Boulanger is elected and Paris is still quiet, so that the timorous
who sold in expectation of something like a panic on the Bourse
are now hastening to buy back, but at the same time I do not
counsel any purchases here as prices even now are quite as high as
they ought to be. No one scems to know why Tinto’s are so
depressed, but there has undoubtedly been some heavy selling from
Paris, which coming on a markes indisposed to take anything
coming from that quarter, where they are supposed to know more
of the inside working of the copper gamble than we do, the price
fell away quicker than it could be folluwed, conscquently a rally of
over 1} per share quickly followed. The new Copper Trust is not
yet out, although it is said that the whole capital has been under-
written.

The gamble in South African mines is as active as ever, and every
day sces some new counter thrown upon the table. The prices
have been carried up so far, and upon such same premises that
many of the dealers are seeking to keep clear in case of a smash,
so that more than the ordinary difficulty was experienced in carry-
ing over, the purchasers being required to take up shares, or rather
to pass names for them ; but whether the sellers are in a position to
deliver is another matter, which will be proved when the limit of
time allowed is reached. There is a renewed demand for some of
the Exploration Companies, and seeing the enormous development
of mining properties in South Africa, there seems to be no limit to
the profit to be expected from this class of venture.

Nitrate properties are not yct re-established in public favour,
although prices have improved somewhat. Becaure Colonel North
had made money out of them, the possibilities of wealth were
apparently thought to be inexhaustible, and everything connected
in the most remote degrec with nitrate partook of the general
colouring. The opening up of nitrate diggings, for they are hardly
mines, in South Africa, must give a certain blow to South American
produce, that is, of course, admitting that there is nitrate in Africa,
and that it will pay to dig and carry to the port of ship-
ment. Speaking of Colonel North, I remember its being
proudly said by one of his followers, “the Colonel undersiands
nitrates, and will never allow himself to be drawn into any other
kind of investment.” Now, it appears that the gallant gentlemen
understands banking, and the provision trade, to say nothing of
coals, which last adventure, in spite of the Colonel’s name and
“ apt alliteration’s artful aid,” hangs fire wofully. He evidently
does not understand coals.
